	EX – Blocks are built to our shoulders.
(use a picture of a child standing next to their block structure at the designated height)
	Ex – Put items on their picture when done (use a picture of a child putting item away in the proper spot)
	Ex – Ask for a turn 
(use a picture of child asking for a turn)


Ways to support and engage children: (these are examples)
· Ask children to describe what they are doing

· Help children locate picture labels when putting things away

· Support children in using words to engage with others, for example, “May I have a turn?”  “I would like to play with you.” Or “I am not finished yet.”

· Sit down with the child and (build, draw, play)
· Use active supervision to scan the classroom, position yourself to see other areas, and listen for potential issues.

GUIDANCE:

This is a template and should be adapted to fit your center and your class.  (Everything in blue must be kept) While the details will change, this is the format that will be used.  Think about the various areas that need a matrix, such as centers, playground, and common areas.

· The “Be…” are expectations.  No center should have more than five rules TOTAL attached to these expectations.  For example, this means you might have one rule in Be Responsible and two rules each in Be Safe and Be Respectful.
· Rules should be posted in words and with visuals.  Real pictures of your children are best.
· Rules must be stated in the positive
· The bottom should be tailored to the area to support volunteers and visitors in being successful in your class.  
· Post in each center and area that requires a matrix
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
