Home Visit Policy


Goals and Purpose of Home Visit
1. To provide education, health, nutrition and social services that meet the needs of children and families.
2. To involve families directly in the educational development of their children in the classroom and home activities to promote school readiness.
3. To provide health and nutrition education to families.
4. To develop positive relationships with children and families.

To work with families to support self-sufficiency.

To support family well-being, including family safety, health, and economic stability.

To assist in promoting within the parents a feeling of accomplishment and self worth as


a result of their participation in the program.
Home Visitor will not be left alone with a child. The child will not be left out of sight or hearing distance of the parent/guardian at any time.
